Can You Imagine?

Can you imagine what it must have been like on the morning Jesus came
out of the tomb? The fear of the Roman soldiers as the rock started to
move? I don’t know how it was, but I picture at that moment, Jesus was in
His transfigured appearance, as the glory of God shone forth. As He comes
out — they run all over themselves trying to get away!

There had already been reports of people who had died, coming out of the
tombs, following the earthquake that had hit when Jesus died. And after
Jesus came out of His tomb, those people were seen in Jerusalem.
Matthew 27:50-53)

The women come, and His body is gone. They think someone has moved
it. But the angel(s) tell(s) them differently. Peter and John find the tomb
empty, as Mary says, and leave. And Jesus appears to her. Jesus appears
to the men on the road to Emmaus, and they run back to tell the others,
only to learn that He has also appeared to them!

Can you imagine what the Jewish leaders are hearing when they get the
report from the soldiers? Or what Pilate is thinking? What about
Malchus? He was the servant of the high priest whose ear Peter had cut off
when Malchus had led the detachment of the temple guard to arrest Jesus.
And then Jesus healed him. (John 18:10)

Can you imagine what the people who'd shouted, “Crucify Him!” were
feeling as the news started to spread? What a roller coaster three days —
the sun darkened, earthquakes, dead people walking around — and One —
the One who claimed to be the Son of God; the One they had seen shredded
and bloody from the beatings; seen crucified on the cross; His tomb is
empty!!
